 In February 1913, Rudolf Steiner delivered a lecture on the being Anthroposophia, a 

hundred years later we can ask ourselves, how have we participated in this being?

As we look to the future, to our society, or its being, we 

must ask ourselves how are we coming together?  How can I listen to you so intently that I am 

able to not just hear what you are saying, but where my love actually reveals what you are 

trying to become?  How can I be with you so that my love participates in your path to 

freedom? 

 What if we could take our work to greater depths in the world?  Can we come 

together in joy and celebration of all that has been done and with clarity and love for what is 

to come?  There is so much to be done, so much that can be born out of our 

movement/society.  This society holds the possibility for such profound healing for the 

world.  

 It is the very work of our time to once again come into community, no longer as a 

tribe but as a group of free individuals.  This is the work!  It is work because it will not come 

naturally to us.  We must choose it.  We must choose to love despite our differences.  We must 

choose to love because of our differences.  Can we do it?  Can we take up our destiny? 

 In Dornach from the 21st to 24th of February 2013, we want to invite a space that truly 

allows us to come together, and meet each other again for the first time, listen into the silence, 

and hear each other’s hearts task, to come together and speak out a foundation for our work, 

to step fully into loving relationships that will truly allow the being Anthroposophia to live 

amongst us as a movement/society . . . and to allow us as a society/movement to bring 

Anthroposophia through our shared work to the world.
